In general Copying and Pasting.

You left click the image to make it larger, then you can copy by right clicking on an image and pressing copy, then open Publisher or Word, right click again and press paste.  

If you just want to save the picture on its own left click it to make it larger then right click and press save picture as, and save it wherever you want it.
